
Howth Hǫfði / Hǫfða, ‘projecting rocky prominence’. At entrance to Dub-
lin Bay.

Skerries Skjære ‘reefs’, north Co. Dublin.

Leixlip Laxhløpa ‘salmon’s leaping place’. On river Liffey, Co. Kildare.

Lambay Lamb-øy, ‘Lamb island’. Island north of Howth Head.

Smerwick Smjǫr-uík, ‘butter bay’, Co. Kerry.

Larne Ulfreksfjǫrðr, ‘Ulfrekr’s fjord’. Now the town of Larne in Co. An-
trim.

Strangford Strangfjǫrðr, ‘rough, rapid fjord’, Co. Down.

Carlingford Kerlingafjǫrðr, ‘fjord of the hags’, Co. Louth.

Wicklow Uíkar-ló / Uík-ló, ‘Meadow of the bay’.

Wexford Ueigs-fjǫrðr, ‘fjord of Ueig’.

Waterford Ueðrafjǫrðr, ‘ram fjord’ / ‘windy fjord’.
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
